The Secular Realm

The following announcements appeared in the Moniteur of France in March 1815, on
Napoleon’s march from Elba to Paris. The Church is Similar!

March 9: “The monster has escaped from the place of his banishment….”

March 10: “The Corsican ogre has landed at Cape Juan.”

March 11: “The tiger has shown himself at Gap. The troops are advancing on all sides to
arrest his progress. He will conclude his miserable adventure by becoming a wanderer
among the mountains….”

March 12: “The monster has actually advanced as far as Grenoble.”

March 13: “The tyrant is now at Lyon. Fear and terror seized all at his appearance.”

March 18: “The usurper has ventured to approach to within 60 hours, march of the
capital.”

March 19: “Bonaparte is advancing by force marches, but it is impossible he can reach
Paris.”

March 20: “Napoleon will arrive under the walls of Paris tomorrow.”

March 21: “The Emperor Napoleon is at Fontainebleau.”

March 22: “Yesterday evening His Majesty the Emperor made his public entry and
arrived at the Tuileries. Nothing can exceed the universal joy.”



The Spiritual Realm

The God of the Old Testament is the same God of the New Testament is the same God of
the Marian Prophesies. What happened to the Israelites in the Old Testament happens to
the Church in the New Testament.

June 17, 1689: St. Margaret Mary, a French nun who had received visions from Jesus,
writes to the King of France, Louis XIV to consecrate France to the Sacred Heart of
Jesus. The king ignores the request, as did Louis XV and Louis XVI.

June 17, 1789: One hundred years to the day the French monarchy fell. Louis XVI was
beheaded a few days later.

July 13, 1917: Fatima seers tell the pope to consecrate Russia to the Immaculate Heart of
Mary. The request is ignored.

January 25-26, 1938: A five hour long aurora borealis lights up the night sky, as foretold
by the Mother of God to Sr. Lucy years before. This would be the sign of the beginning
of World War II. Due to the Church’s ignoring the Blessed Mother’s request tens of
millions of people died.

May 13, 1982: Pope John Paul II confirms the connection of the Fatima message to
Divine Mercy, “Now is the time of Mercy”.

Mercy Sunday 2002: Pope John Paul II states that this Mercy Sunday is “the spark
which will prepare the world for [the Lord’s] final coming” (St. Faustina’s Diary, 1732)

May 13, 2010: Pope Benedict agreed with Pope John Paul II that Fatima and Divine
Mercy are tied together. Pope Benedict XVI said: “We would be mistaken to think that
Fatima’s prophetic mission is complete. May the seven years which separate us from the
centenary of the apparitions hasten the fulfillment of the prophecy of the triumph of the
Immaculate Heart of Mary, to the glory of the Most Holy Trinity.” (Chancellor’s Update June 2010)

December 8, 2015: Pope Francis declares a Jubilee Year. Before the Day of Justice, I
am sending the Day of Mercy. He who refuses to pass through the door of My
Mercy must pass through the door of My Justice (St. Faustina’s Diary 1588, 1146).

Some Day-Month-Year: “In the end, My Immaculate Heart will triumph.” Alleluia!
